Directions   From Tewkesbury, take the Bredon Road, B4079.  Go through Bredon. 
                    In 0.7mile, Lower Westmancote sign, turn 2nd left.  Park 1st left in Hill Close. 
Details       Up the slight incline and back exploring this pretty village off the beaten track. 
                    All on quiet roads suitable for mobility scooters etc.

Meet              Bredons Norton Bus Shelter GL20 7HB       Grid 930 391

Contact         Mike and Jenny the week before 
Directions     In Bredon take the B4080 towards Pershore and Eckington.   Take the 2nd 
road on the right (signposted Bredons Norton)  Carry on through village to traffic island, 
the bus shelter is to the right.  There is limited road side parking, mainly to the North of the 
church. Please share cars.     



Details         We walk on the lower slopes of Bredon Hill. To Westmancote and Kemerton 
by the higher route and back by the lower route. Field and track walking.  3 or 4 stiles, 
might be muddy in places.
